Renting Park Facilities
Park facilities can be reserved for parties, 
events, and athletic games and practices! 

 

Reservation applications are accepted at the Arroyo Vista Recreation 
Center. Reservation applications can be submitted up to 9 months in 
advance for Group 1 and 2 renters, and up to 6 months in advance for 
Group 3 and 4 renters. Application periods for certain fields will vary. The 
City reserves the right to deny any reservation application. Park facilities 
may be reserved between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and sunset (10:00 
p.m. for lit facilities). There is a 2 hour minimum rental time for picnic 
pavilions and 1 hour minimum for all other facilities. Time thereafter may 
be rounded to the half-hour. Set up/decorating time and clean-up time 
must be included in the rental hours. 
When making a reservation, please have the following ready:
• Photo identification and proof of current address
• Visa/Mastercard, check, or cash for payment
• Proof of nonprofit status (organizations)

Rental Fees 
Rental fees are charged based upon the facility rented, type of activity, 
and group classification. Group classifications are summarized below 
(for details and additional criteria, please see the facility rules resolution.)
Group 1: Moorpark nonprofits for once-annual free public events 
and governmental agencies serving Moorpark residents.
Group 2: City of Moorpark residents and businesses for 
noncommercial purposes, City of Moorpark 501(C) nonprofit 
organizations, and Government agencies not in Group 1.
Group 3: Nonresidents within MUSD boundaries, other nonprofit 
organizations, and Moorpark businesses for commercial purposes.
Group 4: All other renters.

Cancellations
30+ days notice: Fees refunded, less non-refundable fees and a $16 
processing fee. The rental may also be rescheduled or a credit applied 
less non-refundable fees. 
5-29 days notice: Fees refunded less any non-refundable fees, a 50% 
cancellation fee, and a $16 processing fee. The rental may also be 
rescheduled or a credit applied less non-refundable fees. 
Less than 5 days notice: Refund of security deposit only, less City 
costs and a $16 processing fee.
Inclement Weather: Rental may be rescheudled, or rental fees 
refunded or credited.

When is a park rental permit required?
•	 Any activity with 25 or more total people in attendance
•	 For regular or reoccurring activities of a business 

or organization (once per week or more frequently, 
regardless of location) involving 10 or more total people 
in attendance

•	 For profit or fee-based activities (including league games 
or practices, private classes or lessons, and fundraisers)

•	 For attractions, performers, food trucks, caterers or other 
paid service providers

•	 To set up certain equipment including but not limited to 
soccer goals, large canopies, or pitching machines

•	 For use of amplified sound
•	 For commercial filming
•	 For exclusive use of a park facility
