The City of Moorpark began the process of converting the
City's high pressure sodium (HPS) lights to light emitting
diode (LED) lights on June 9th, and that work is now
almost complete. The new 3000K LED lights are dark sky
compliant and are consistent with the American Medical
Association's guidelines for ensuring good sleep and
driver safety.

In addition to the 2,318 light fixtures on 2,184 light poles,
the City is planning to convert 45 decorative lights on
High Street to LED later this year.

Converting HPS lights to LED lights in Morpark

The City purchased the lights from Southern California Edison in 2019 with the idea of converting
the streetlights from HPS to LED. The purchase and conversion are expected to reduce the City's
streetlight costs by $69 per light/per year - that's a savings of over $160,000 per year!
